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ICC European Education Update

As a new season of training starts soon we are pleased to detail the updated process of qualification for European umpires.

Level 1 - this has been updated to reflect the new Law changes that came into effect on October 1st 2010.
Level 1a - this is new for this year and is for the further professional development of Level 1 umpires

For most of our countries these two qualifications are more than sufficient for local needs and are considered as the minimum qualifica-
tion for our ICC European Panel umpires

Level 2¢ - this is for those umpires who have gained both the Level 1 qualifications and wish to further their knowledge without going to
the expense of undertaking the full Level 2 qualification.

Level 2 - this is the full Level 2 qualification but it does require the umpire to complete a variety of paperwork for each match inc. match
plans, self assessment, and a season planner. It also requires the umpire to be formally assessed by a qualified assessor. The cost of
this course is, currently, £100.

Level 3 - this is for those umpires who aspire to multi-day cricket. The qualification is basically in 6 Modules—of which only 2 can be
taken at any one time, with a 6 month gap between them. It also requires the umpire to present a 5000 word technical paper.

Without wishing to be repetitive on this point, we would point out that, as far as Europe is concerned, we are more interested in ability
on the field, as opposed to classroom qualifications. Whilst we accept that umpires like to have a qualification on their CV's, we are
more concerned about the umpire showing competency in actually carrying out their role as opposed to seeing a list of paper achieve-
ments.

With this in mind we would expect the umpire to progress in a practical way, and not just in a theoretical way. This means that between
each level of qualification we would like to see the umpire stand in as many matches as possible before going on to the next level
gualification. We would expect at least one season’s umpiring to be undertaken between each Level.

Each level deals with more intricate aspects of umpiring relevant to the level being taken. This is to say that there is no need to take,
say, Level 2, if a) the umpire does not have enough experience at Level 1/1a, or, that, b) within the environment in which they are oper-
ating, the skills required at Level 2 are not required. e.g if the umpire has no aspirations to umpire in anything other than his local
league then it is not necessary for him to undergo anything further than Level 1a (or 2c at the most).

There is a myth that says that the more paper qualifications one has the better the umpire - that is not the case since the best umpires
are those who exhibit the necessary attributes on the field—not in the classroom.

ICC Europe Introduction to Scoring —this is the current qualification which has been run successfully during the past 2-3 years
ECB ACO Level 2 - this is now slanted more towards computer scoring with assessments

ECB ACO Level 3 - this is based on the requirements for scoring a multi-day match
